12월30일 방송된 MBC '신비한TV 서프라이즈'에서는 
1970년대 프랑스 파리에서 돌연 숨진 채로 발견된 할리우드 배우 진 세버그(Jean Seberg)의 사연이 공개됐다. 
진 세버그(Jean Seberg)가 사망한 지 10년이 흐른 뒤 1989년 발견된 FBI의 기밀문서에 진 세버그의 죽음과 관련된 충격적 진실이 담겨 있었다. 기밀문서에는 FBI가 진 세버그를 감시하고 파멸에 이르게 한 과정이 고스란히 담겨 있었다. 
1938년 인디애나 주의 가난한 시골마을에서 태어난 진 세버그는 어릴 적부터 가난한 흑인들과 어울려 지냈다. 이후 진 세버그는 유색인종 인권단체()에 가입하며 흑인 인권운동에 높은 관심을 나타냈다.

1957년 영화 '성 잔 다르크'로 영화계에 화려하게 데뷔한 진 세버그는 '슬픔이여 안녕' 등 대작에 출연하며 이름을 알렸다. 이후 1959년 프랑스 영화 '네 멋대로 해라'를 통해 만인의 연인이라는 수식어를 얻으며 전 세계적 인기를 누리기 시작했다.

또 진 세버그는 흑인에 대한 백인의 억압과 차별에 대항하며 비틀즈 존 레논 등 연예계 유명 인사들과 교류하며 흑인인권단체 블랙 팬더(Black Panther Party 흑표당, 검은표범당)를 공개적으로 지지했다. 
하지만 당시 흑인 민권운동을 탄압했던 미국 정부는 흑인들의 활동을 지지하던 유명 인사들을 눈엣가시로 여기고 있었다.

때문에 FBI로부터 지시를 받은 백인우월주의자들은 진 세버그를 찾아가 각종 협박을 일삼았다. 
진 세버그는 1962년 프랑스 유명 소설가 로맹가리와 결혼하고 세기의 커플로 주목받았지만, 
결혼 생활 하는 동안 FBI는 기자를 매수하여 진 세버그가 범죄조직을 후원하는 것처럼 꾸민 기사를 내보냈다. 
뿐만 아니라 LA타임즈는 진 세버그의 뱃속에 있는 아이가 흑인인권단체 블랙 팬더의 리더의 아이라는 거짓 기사를 실었다. FBI가 LA타임즈 칼럼니스트를 매수해 실은 기사는 사실인 것처럼 전 세계로 퍼져나갔고 진 세버그를 벼랑 끝으로 내몰았다. 결국 진 세버그는 아이를 조산했고 아이는 태어난 지 이틀 만에 사망했다. 
아이의 죽음 이후에도 FBI는 끊임없이 진 세버그에 대한 루머를 퍼뜨렸고 결국 그녀는 남편과도 이혼했다. 1979년 9월 8일 진 세버그는 한 장의 유서와 함께 죽은 채로 발견됐다.

이후 진 세버그의 죽음에 대한 의혹들이 차례대로 제기되기 시작했다. 진 세버그의 시신이 발견되기 9일 전 그녀는 담요를 뒤집어 쓰고 아파트를 나섰다. 진 세버그는 아파트 근처의 차 안에서 나체로 발견됐지만 담요는 차 안에 있지 않았다.

진 세버그의 혈액에서 측정된 알코올 농도는 그녀를 혼수상태에 빠지게 할 정도였다.

여러 가지 의심스런 정황에도 불구, 경찰은 진 세버그의 시신과 함께 (강요에의해 쓰여 진?)유서가 발견된 점, 약물과 알코올 중독 상태였던 점을 근거로 들어 자살로 확정지었다. 
진 세버그 자살 사건을 둘러싼 미스터리는 아직 확실하게 밝혀지지 않았다.

Ozark Air Lines Struck

ST. LOUIS (UPI)~—Flight attendants for Ozark Air

shutting down operations in 67 cities in 21 states.

Ozark canceled all of its 195 daily flights through next
Thursday, leaving 21 cities, mostly in the Midwest, without
any regularly scheduled commercial airline service.

3 Gas Workers Burned

Three workers at the Powerine Refinery in Santa Fe
Springs were burned early today—two of them seriously—
when escaping gas vapors exploded near a tank in which
geses are blended. Ray Estrada, 35, of Norwalk suffered
second-degree burns over 30% of his body and Dale Ward,
46, of Pico Rivera had second-degree burns on 70% of his
body. They were admitted to Brotman Memorial Hospital
‘burn center in Culver City. The third worker, James Hug-
gins, 39, of Bellflower, was treated and released.

Recession ‘Half Over’

WASHINGTON (P—Treasury Secretary G. William
Miller said today he thinks the current recession is half
over, but predicted that unemployment will rise above 7%
‘next year, higher than the Carter Administration had fore-
cast previously. Miller's estimate shows the Administration
has started to retreat from its more optimistic projection.
He said he didn't know how much above 7% the jobless
rate would go.

Southern California choked under
an ever-tightening cover of smog to-
day, but meteorologists said a desert

was blowing it toward the sea—

ing valley residents hope for their

st clean breath in more than a
week.

Bleary-eyed landlubbers tried to
flee the stinging air. Coastal commu-
nities reported more visitors than
usual. But the seashore resorts faced
the prospect of getting a_taste this
weekend of what the San Gabriel and
Pomona valleys have been suffering
for eight straight days.

Some schools in the Pasadena and
Glendale unified school districts can-
celed compelitive athlelics at least
until nex, week. But some principals
allowed their students to eat lunch
outside and play on outside play-
‘grounds again during recess.

“The morning air Was ot as bad as
esestays, becaee of a litlle
breeze,” ortines, superin-
tendent of schools in Pasadena.

‘The South Coast Air Quality Man-
agement. District said the breete,
from the southeast, would blow the
gmog i e nand valleys Loward
the Pacific Ocean on Saturday. That
meant siage-2 smog, predicted_to
reach “hazardous” levels in the San
Gabriel and Pomona valleys today,
might case to stage-1 this weekend.

“Bul those persons in beach areas

Panel Urges Talmadge Be
Denounced, Pay $13,000

WASHINGTON (P—The Senate
ethics commilttee recommended today
that the Senate denounce Sen. Her-
‘man E, Talmadge for “reprehensible”
conduct and that the Georgia Demo-
crat.be required to reimburse to the
Senate nearly $13,000 in excess ex-
pense funds he had collected.

I the full Senae approves the rec-
ommendation, Talmadge would be the
first member chastised since the late
Sen. Thomas Dodd (D-Conn.) was
censured in 1967,

The committee found that Tal-
madge claimed more funds s official
expenses than he was entitled to, that
he filed inaccurate financial disclo-
sure reports for six years; that he
failed to file his receipts and expendi-
tures report in 1973 in a timely fash-
ion and that inaccurate recsipts and
capendiures reports were Sled in

TLalso found that more tran $1000
in campaign func not been prop-
erly reported by Talmadge and that
they were disbursed for noncampaign

Censure is considered a harsh pun-
ishment by the Senate.

In any case, the punishment carries
10 loss of privileges or committee po-
sition unless the resolution presented
{for Senate approval o specifies. Pub-
lic disgrace is generally the only pen-
alty intended in such cases.

‘Talmadge, one of the most influen~
tial figures in Cangress, is accused of
five violations of Senate rules. The
most serious alleged violations are
that the Georgia Democrat diverted
campaign contributions to his own
use and that he overcharged the Seq-
ate for his official expenses.

WASHINGTON—The FBI admit-
ted today that i tried to “cheapen”
actress Jean Seberg’s image by plant-
ing a false news story in 1970 saying
she was pregnant by a member of the
Black Panther Party.

Respending to Freedom of Infor-
mation Act requests, the FBI made
public 1970 memoranda detailing the
smear aign of Miss Seberg,
whom it believed to be a financial
supporter of the Black Panthers, as

T burcas first reeased 2 Moy 1,
1970, message from the special ageni.
in charge of the FBI's Los Angeles
office to FBI Director J. Bdgar Hoov-

(censored), Black Panther Party,”
the message began.

“It s felt that the possible publica-
tion of Seberg’s plight could cause her
embarrassment and serve to cheapen
hg:l image with the general public.” it
sl

The official suggested planting the
story o a Folywood glsspcaum-
mist.

The memo_contained a_proposed
letter to gossip columnists from “a
fictitious person,” saying: “I was in
Paris last week and ran into Jean Se-
berg, who was heavy with baby. 1
thought she and Romaine (sic) had
gotten together again, but she confid-
ed the child belonged o (censored) of
the Black Panthers . . .I thought you
might get a scoop on the others.”

& high-ranking FBI offical, who
was ot identified, in early May of
1970 approved the action but suggest-
ed that the FBI “wait approximately
two additional months until Seberg’s
pregnancy would be obvious to ev-
eryone.”

The bureau official responded that
“Jean Seberg has been a financial
supporter of the BPP and should be
netralized. Her current pregnancy
by (censored) while still married af-
fords an opportunity for such effort.”

‘The FBI said that as a result of the
bureau’s efforts a Hollywood gossip
columnist, Joyce Haber, made an
anonymous reference 1o the story in
her column in a May, 1970, issue of
the Los Angeles Times.

The story referred to a “Miss A"~
who was an international movie star
who supported the “Black Revolu-
tion.” Tt sai Topic A is the
baby Miss A is expecting, and its
father. Pape's said to be a rather
prominent Black Panther.”

(In Los Angeles, Miss Haber told
The Times, “The FBI was not my
source. I did not know anyone in the
FBI then and do not now.”

(Beyond that Miss Haber refused to
discuss the story except (o say that
she would never reveal the source.)
