(® The KLP is a year-round program consisting of four terms (Spring, Summer, Fall and Winter).

Korean language students shall find individual accommodations off-campus. The monthly rent for off-campus accommodation is
about 400,000~500,000 krw a month(200,000~250,000krw if shared by two students). Students can share a room with friends to
save living expenses. If necessary, assistance, upon request, will be provided to students finding accommodations.

International students must, by INUKLI health insurance requirements, show proof of health insurance
coverage, prior to attending INUKLI classes or sign up for health insurance as soon as he/she receive alien registration card.

- Yearly insurance premium rates range 130,000 to 400,000 krw according to one's age.
